1. Use your favourite movement and action songs to move in different ways 
2. Musical Exploration 
Create different sounds that represent different animals e.g a loud sound when roaring like a lion, a bouncy sound for a frog or a quiet sound for a mouse

Mathematics and Numeracy 
1. Counting
Pretend to feed the toy animals or picture cards certain numbers of food (using sensory items) counting as you move them across 
2. Sorting
Find different animal toys or items around the house to find “same”
Sort objects into soft, hard, rough, or smooth piles. Ask “This or that?” to reinforce choice and observation.
3. Real world counting
Go for a walk to count the animals you can see on your walk. Place a sticker on a chart for each one
4. Shape creations
Use different shapes to piece together animal pictures, labelling each shape as you go
5. Requesting ‘more’ with number songs
Sing your favourite animal songs together. Does you child gesture or verbalise to request more. 
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hLanguage, Literacy and Communication
1. Animal sounds in the mirror
Look at different animal pictures and create the sounds together. Can you use mirrors to become interested in different mouth shapes and sounds?
2. Sharing books
Read your favourite stories together. Encourage touching textures in the book, pointing, or vocalising sounds of objects.
3. Sound Exploration
Exploring animals together emphasising the initial sounds.
Let your child guide your hand to touch the different objects and label these
4. Mark making.
Using edible sensory materials and hands or tools create different letters and label them
5. Singing and Signing 
Using Singing hands and Mr Tumble songs sing and sign along to your favourites
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
